HIGH SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION
 
The Army Officers’ Wives’ Club of the Greater Washington Area (AOWCGWA) along with the AOWCGWA-Fort Myer Thrift Shop will award academic scholarships to qualified graduating high school seniors who are sons or daughters of active-duty, retired, or deceased U.S. ARMY personnel.  The applicant will be enrolled in a full or part-time post-secondary program for the 2010-2011 academic school year.  The award will be made on the basis of scholastic merit and community involvement only.  The sponsor and applicant must reside in the Greater Washington Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area. The only exceptions to the residency area are coded unaccompanied tours.
 
Those students accepting a service academy appointment or any other full scholarship may not accept this award.  Also, an applicant who receives this  scholarship and later becomes eligible for and accepts a scholarship in the aforementioned categories must forego this award. This award cannot be deferred to a future academic year.
