"College education in the United States becomes less affordable every year." 
Consider the plight of a college student in the United States:

· College costs have grown nearly 40 percent in the past seven years.

· 60 percent of all college graduates leave college with debt.

· The average graduate leaves college with over $19,000 in debt.

· Between 2001 and 2010, 2 million academically qualified students did not go to college because they could not afford it.

· Only 12 percent of Hispanics and 16 percent of African Americans eventually earn a bachelor’s degree – compared with 33 percent of White students. The rising cost of college is a factor in this disparity.

Now consider the situation, as seen from the perspective of a university:

The cost (to universities) of providing a college education is increasing faster than the Consumer Price Index (i.e. inflation) because college budgets are heavily weighted towards: 

· Facilities (science and engineering laboratories are often incredibly expensive)

· Energy (large campuses are a city in themselves)

· Equipment (universities have and continue to make great investments in information technology)

· Personnel expenses (the chronic shortage of qualified teachers in high-demand fields keeps these high)

In light of this, answer the following:

Universities in the United States charge flat annual rates for undergraduate tuition, without regard to major or expected salary upon graduation.  However, the costs of providing an education can differ wildly by major, as do expected salaries.  For example, the costs (facilities, energy, equipment, personnel) that a university incurs in providing a liberal arts education is much lower than those incurred in providing a science, engineering or business education.  Likewise, liberal arts majors can expect a lower starting salary following graduation, in comparison to a science, engineering or business major.  Should universities set a tuition schedule that differs by major?  (500 word limit)
